Do not retake an “F” at another university; it must be repeated at WTAMU.

o Regardless of your financial aid status, payment with the Business Office must be met by
the published deadline for the appropriate term.

Repeating Course Work/Replacing Grades

If a student repeats a course at WTAMU, it is with the understanding that the last grade earned is the one to be
counted toward fulfillment of requirements. Students may not repeat a course at another college or university
to raise a grade, including a grade of “F,” received at WTAMU. If a student repeats at another accredited
institution a course previously attempted at WTAMU and transfers the credit to WTAMU, the transferred work
will not affect the grade point average (GPA) on the WTAMU transcript. For this reason, the appeal committee
requires that “F’s” received at WTAMU be repeated only at WTAMU.
